INSTRUCTIONS FOR VITA TO BE INCLUDED WITH THE REQUEST FOR FINAL ORAL EXAMINATION

PAGE LAYOUT

Use 8 ½ X 11 inch white bond paper.  Set left and right margins at 1”, top margins at 1 ½”, and the bottom margin at 1”.  Line spacing should be set at single.  Begin page numbering with the 2 centered at the bottom of the page.  Type title, VITA, at the top margin.

Example:

VITA

Triple space between heading (name) and beginning of biographical sketch.  This sketch, written in third person singular complete sentences, should include your (date and place of birth, parents’ names, name of spouse, number of children)* and professional work experience.  

Education

Double space between the remainder of the paragraphs.  Include in this section, centered on the page, all degrees earned, dates of degrees, and schools attended including the location:

B.A., May 1974, University of Houston, Houston, Texas

M.A., May 1976, The University of Texas at Austin, Austin, Texas

Publications

List all publications which you have authored or co-authored (underline your name) in acceptable and consistent bibliographic style.  List abstracts separately after articles.

Summary of Dissertation

The summary of your dissertation should clearly and concisely summarize the problem investigated, the methods used, and the results obtained.  The summary should not exceed 350 words.
